APPENDIX TO CHAPTER 70 SOLID WASTE FEES

(1) Collection Fees {or Ciw Services:

(L-,) Non-Residential Collection,

Nonresiclential establishments and non-individually electric metered multiple

residential units where service is provided with not more than four 95-ga11on

alcVor 3QQgnllon, or any combination thereof, automated collection containers,

provided by the City. Only locarions which are accessible to aLltomated collection

vehicles will be sewed. Qualifying charitable institutions wi11be ailowed a 207o rate

reduction for this service. fu shal1 be the responsibility of the charitable ir-rstitution

to apply for ar-rd provide the necessary information to qr-ralifi, fbr this reduction.

container.
